The manufacturer should have at least three (3) years of
relevant manufacturing experience.

(ii) The Tenderer shall have experience of supplying similar goods having value mentioned below in at least
two contracts, within the last five (5) years:

(b) For Lot No.2.5MCC-G-6-002: US$ 30, 000 or equivalent;
